Note to the Teacher: 

The following pages come from actual literacy teaching  
materials collected from several Senegalese languages.  

Instructors use the alphabet charts (pages 2-3) for teaching 
children to read the Mankanya language.

The primer pages (pages 4-5) come from three different  
languages:  

�xPage 1 comes from the Serer-Sine language. 
�xPages 2 and 3 come from Jola-Fonyi. 
�xPage 4 comes from Bandial . 

Suggested uses for these materials: 

�xDisplay them on the first day and ask the children to try read-
ing them. This is what it is like for the children who speak 
these languages when they try to learn to read in a language 
they don’t know.  

�xCompare and contrast these materials with the reading books  
and charts your children have used. 

�xPrint a page for each child to take home as a reminder of their 
goal of helping children learn to read these materials. 

�xAdd these pages to your presentation on Day 2 while
discussing  languages of Senegal. 

�xPrint the pages and use them as coloring pages. 

�xUse your creativity. 
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
